On the Energy Front. Jim Shields

The battle is on to determine which country dominates the world market for electric cars, which are forecast
to be a third of all passenger cars by 2040, up from 1% today. Currently, China seems to have the upper
hand. China has offered subsidies up to $15000 per vehicle, threatened to block automakers that don't make
electric cars from selling traditional cars, and funded electric charging stations along the country's highways.
China is expected to spend $60 billion in electric vehicle subsidies in the 5 years from 2015-2020. In the
meantime, Telsa, the most recognized electric-vehicle brand name around, is struggling with production

issues.

In January 2018, China halted production of more than 500 models of heavily polluting cars; they are ex-
pected to produce more than 4.5 million electric cars annually in 2020, compared to about a million from
Telsa. To date, China's electric vehicles have largely remained a product for the developing world, while
Telsa has thrived in European markets. But China is ramping up efforts to expand their global reach, and
plans to sell cars in the U.S. as soon as next year.

Competition is a good thing, and we can only hope that it spurs a greater demand and production of electric
cars. They are a key component to reversing the ravages of carbon pollution on God's wonderful creation.
We are blessed to have someone like Harvey as our Rector, a passionate, progressive advocate for clean, re-
newable energy, as demonstrated by his (mostly) electric car, his leadership in the carport solar project, and
his current plans for roof top solar on his house. He truly is a champion for the environment.
